Papal Tour Thru
Israel Precedes
Meeting

JERUSALEM, Jan. 6 [Mon-|

day] — Pope Paul VI rested
early today in his Holy Land
retreat on the Mount of Olives
after one of the happiest days
of his life.

He capped the day by meet-
ing Patriarch Athenagoras I,
spiritual leader of the Eastern
Orthodox church, in a session
aimed at fostering understand-
ing and friendship between the
Roman Catholic and Orthodox
churches, separated since 1054
A.D.

For 29 minutes last night,
Pope Paul and Athienagoras, an
advocate of Christian unity, as
is the pope, conferred in the
first of two meetings in a
simply furnished ground floor
room at the Roman Catholic
apostolic delegation headquar-
ters here.. ~

Two Leaders Embrace
The two leaders, each a pil-

grim to the Holy Land, em-|

braced as Athenagoras entered
the reception room. Th
clasped hands, bent toward
each other and exchanged the
traditional kiss which to Chris-
tians means “we are brothers
in faith.”

The pope told the patriarch
later that the symbol and ex-
ample of charity should be “the
kiss of peace which our Lord
has permitted us to exchange
in this Holy Land.”

Athenagoras had arrived in
Jordan earlier today by plane
from the Island of Rhodes
where he attended a memorial
service for the late President
John F. Kennedy.

Called Good Omen

“Is it not a happy augury?”
the pope asked, “that today’s
meeting takes place in that land
where Christ founded His

church and shed His blood for |

her?

“It is in any case an eloquent
manifestation of the great good |
will which, thanks be to God, |
animates ever more all Chris-|
tians truly worthy of that name:
The wil, that is, to work to sur-
mount disunity, to break down |
barriers —the will to engage
resolutely upon the path which
leads to reconciliation.”

Visits End; Berlin Wall Closed

280,000 Return
from Reunions

BERLIN, Jan. 6 [Mondayl—
From late yesterday afternoon
until the early hours this morn-
ing West Berliners packed to-
gether like sheep, returning
from the last visit to their fam-
ilies in the communist sector.
Visits had been allowed under
a three-week agreement which
expired at midnight.

They poured over the Ober-
baum Brucke, the crossing
| point for pedestrians only. The
jam on the communist sector
was o heavy it took hours be-
I fore they could get the two sin-

gle lines moving westward on
both sides of the bridge.

The procession represented a
cross-section of society. In it
were old men and old women,
young couples carrying tots or
wheeling baby carriages. Many
women were weeping. No one
seemed gay. Most faces were
grim. Most hurried thru the
narrow holes. Some admitted
they were heartsick for their
relatives imprisoned on the
other side.

Strain Is Evident

The strain of waiting and pos-
sible long marches in East Ber-
lin, where transportation was
difficult to obtain, took its toll.
By midnight, at the Oberbaum
Brucke alone, 300 pedestrians
bad to be helped across the
bridge, and 50 persons were)
given first aid. There were sevf

eral stretcher cases, among
them two who had suffered
heart attacks.

1t was a cold, clear night,
the temperature slightly below
freezing. To bring the visitors
home from crossing points the
West Berlin government had
stationed numerous busses, as
well as ambulances.

Traffic Too Much

By the time the wall was
closed, it was estimated that
about 280,000 had made visits
on the last day.

During the peak hour East
Berlin police were unable to
cope with the traffic.

More than 27,000 cars, four
and six abreast, moved slowly
thru the four automobile cross-
ing points. Thousands had to

noon. The governor named the
commission after he vetoed a
reapportionment bill.

Lewis Proposals

Lewis, at a Chicago press
conference, proposed that bills
be passed during the special
session which would:

1. Permit the election in the
April 14 primary of three dele-
gates from each party in each
of the old House districts to
attend party conventions to
nominate candidates for state
representative seats.

2. Limit House candidates to
118 from each party to assure
‘minority representation.

3. Revise current election
laws to extend voting hours,
alter tallying methods, and pro-
vide for separate ballots for the
House election.

Based on Legal Opinion

Lewis said the program was
based on a legal opinion by Don
H. Reuben, an attorney with the
Chicago firm of Kirkland, Ellis,
Hodson, Chaffetz, and Masters,
who has been retained as coun-
sel for Lewis during the special
session.

Reuben successfully fought a
suit filed in the Ilinois Su-
preme court by Gus J. Giannis,
32, a Chicago attorney who lives | 1
in Berwyn, seeking to force 29
state senators also to run at-
large Nov. 3.

The Supreme court on Satur-
day ruled that, according to the
state constitution, the failure of
the state reapportionment com-
mission to devise redistricting
meant that only the House, and

Cut Fetters
on Economy
—Goldwater

Washington, Jan. 4—Sen.
Barry Goldwater [R., Ariz.]
said tonight that if he were
President the nation could
achieve full employment and
prosperity by liberating the
free enterprise system from the
burden of government interven-
tion.

Goldwater, the front running
contender for the Republican

k | Presidential nomination, out-

lined an economic battle plan
against poverty and increasing
debt.

Ridicules Johnson Economy

He pledged himself to “cut
government expenditures, cut
taxes, and let this system of
ours work.”

Ridiculing President John-
son’s campaign for economy
while asking for a record ma-
tional budget, Goldwater said
the President has “knocked off
a few limousines” and cut
about a half billion dollars from
government annual costs of
about 100 billion dollars.

“He's not an economizer,”
Goldwater charged. “He’s put-
ting up a good front.”

Cites Failure of Spending

Goldwater, appearing on a
television panel interview pro-
gram, asserted that American
history has demonstrated that
huge government spending pro-
grams have not been effective
in beating unemployment and
poverty, but that the free en-

terprise system, when it has |

been allowed to operate with-

out interference, has con-

quered these social evils.
Goldwater said Americans

are beginning to understand | |

conservatism _better and re-
spond to it.

He was asked about recently
published appraisals of his pub-
lic statements which say he is
changing his views in the di-
rection of the so-called liberal
school.

Rights, Liberties Confused

“Some of the writers are be-
ginning to understand conserv-
atism,” Goldwater said. “It
embarrasses them. . . . 5o they
say I've changed.”

On the subject of civil rights,
Goldwater said that a funda-
mental error is made in con-
fusing the “civil right” of the
vote, guaranteed by the Consti-
tuion, ud wabe called “eiv

Among these, he included
“the liberty to get and hold a
job.”

“You can’t make people love
you,” Goldwater said. “I don’t
want to destroy the funda-
mental concept of our Consti-
tution [for] something you can’t
get by law.”

He'd Use Marshals

He asserted that if he were
President he would use federal
marshals and other devices, as
well as moral persuasion of the
President, to attain equal rights
for all Americans, regardless
of race or creed.

However, he said that federal
government actions to force in-
dividual states into quick social
changes are ineffective and

substantially expanded this | wrong.

ong.
He predicted that when the
administration’s civil rights bill
goes before Congress, the con-
troversial public accommoda-
tions section will be dropped,
with President Johnson'’s ap-
proval.

He’s You-All Southerner

Speaking of President John-
som’s threat to his hopes for
southern support, Goldwater
said: “I don’t know how much
of a southerner he is. He's from
Texas When he's out west
