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POPE TO VISIT TURKEY

VATICAN CITY (NO)
Promptled by ‘“considerations
of grave importance and
much eomplexity,”” Pope Faul
VI announced he will pay a
two day visit to Turkey where
he will visii the ancient Chris-
tian shrmes at Ephesus and
Istanbul, and meéet with Or-
thodox Ecumenical Patriarch
Athenagoras 1 of Constunti-
nople (Istanbul).

The fifth papal voyage
outside Ttaly is scheduled for
July 2526,

GESTURE OF HONOR

The extraordinary gesture
of honor toward Patriarch
Athenagoras, who Is con-
sidered “Hrst among equals™
of all Orthodox prelates, was
decided on for several
reasons, the Pope said.
Among them is the op
portunity to “discuss with him
the bezt way fto promote
theological and canonlcal
studiez 1o zmooth the path
toward the re-establichment
of a perfect communion
between the Catholic and Or-
thodox Churches, and fo ex-
amine fogether ways and
means fo assure in the
present  circumstances, with
the help of a Nint un-
derstanding, not only the safe-
ty but also the sacred amd
spacial charaeter of the Holy
Places In that loeale which
was the fatherland of Christ,
the platform for the an-
nouncement of the Gospel, the
cradle of the Church and the
ideal hub around which Chris-
tian hearts revolve.”

The Pope also linked his
trip with the celebration of
the 1Sih centenary of the

‘recpen

martyrdoms of Sts. Peter and
Paul, which bhe preclaimed a
Year of Faith,

In visiting Istanbul — the
ancient city of Constantinople
— and Epbesus in southwest
Turkey near Izmir, (Smyrna);
the Pope said he wanied “to
honor in the dawn of this
Year of Faith among the
various Ustricus historical
cities of that oriental land, the
memory of the [mportant
ecumenical counclls held

there and also at Ephesus the

holy memory of the most
biessed Madomna there
veperated. "

The first eight of the

Charch's 11 ecumenical couns-
cils were all held in what is
now Turkey: Nicea (modern
Imik} in 35 and T57; Con-
stantinople in 381, 533, 680 and
869; Chaleedon (now within
the Asian seetion of Istanbul)
in 451, and Ephesus In 431.
Their doctrines are accepted

by both the Roman Catholic
and Orthodox Churches.

The ecouncil at Ephesus
defined the dogma that the
Blessad Virgin Is the mother
of God and elaborated the
teaching of the truth of one
divine persaon in Christ
answer to the Nestorian
heresy.

TWO PURPOSES

A majer aim of Pope Paul's
trip is to strengthen the bonds
of unity between the Roman
Caiholic and Eastern Ortho-
dox Churches and o seck
ways of assuring protection of
the Holy Places in Jerusalem.

Archbishop lakovas, who Is
exarch, or representative of
Patriarch Athensgoras In the
Western Hemisphere, ac.
companied the Shyearald
churchman to Jerusalem for
his meeting with the Pope m
January, 1964, He alto met
Pope Paul in October, 19635,
when the pontiff visited New
York and the United Nations.

Early this year, in his
capaeity as a co-president of
the Warld Council of
Churches, Archbishop Iakovos
had a privaie audience with
Pope Paul,

He termed the projected
papal visit to Istanbul as
“truly God-inspired™ and con-
tinged:

“We regard this encounter
between the spiritual heads of
ihe two oldest Churches of
Christéndom, once umited, as
presaging the greatest prom-
e ever offered by the Al-
mighty for the final union of
the One Church of Christ.

“Qur prayer and hope Is
that this meeting in the
venerable see of Cone
stantinople will bring to frus=-
tion their deliberations aimed
at church reunion and the
restoration of the centuries-
ago disrupted unity of the
chureh, and place a lasting
gseal on the falth and
determination that these great
Christian Jeaders so pously
expressed i their first
meeting in Jerusalem in
January, 1964,

“The whole world rejoices
in the expectation that God
in Hls infinite wisdom has
brought close the dawn of the
day when Christians and true
believers throughout the
ecumene will embrace one
another in a final act of true
reconciliation and everlasting
peace.”

Archbishop Iskoves'
message to Pope Paul and
Patriarch Athenagorag read
as follows

“Glory to God in the highest
Who in His infinite mercy and

wisdom Wwills te use two
seifiess servants of His
church so that peace may

come

o earth and goodwill

’

prevail among men.

“Miy He Who stood in your
midst Im Jerusalem move
your hearts onee again in for-
vent prayer for unity and
strengthen your hands so that
you may rebuild faith and
bope and g society of men
where justice will prevail over
Iniquity, love over suspicion,
unity over disunity, and
humility over pride.

“The evez of the whole
sworkl turm hopefully toward
you both and anticipate your
call for a panegyric celebra-
tion on the holiest of all days,
when Christians shall eme
brace one amoiher and move
hand in hand towards the
common chalice of
forgiveness and salvation,
(Religious News Service).

By its uniguely universal
character, Jerusalém does not
scem to take to na-
tionalization by anyone. Jews
have ftried it twice belare.
The Crusaders had to yield
it back to the Arabs. The
Moslem Arabs and the Mos-
Jem Turks have come and
sone,

Not to mention the Ca-
naanites, the Jebusites, the
Babylonlans, the Assyrians,
the Persians, the Greeks, the
Romans, Some of the world's
most storied conguerors
Alexander, the Caesars,
Saladin, Napoleon — had o
give up Jeruzalem sooner or
later — in blood.

That's the kind of long-view
thinking at the bottom of
pleas for intemationalization
of the city by Pope Paul, by
the United Nations, by worid
apinian.

Ig it gven reasonable o ask
the TIeraells, In the exclting
flush of victory, o yield the
ancient capiiol of the Jews?

The Israclis need yield
rothing, except an obsolete,
blood-spilling legalism  called
nationalism which, however
expedient elsewhere, cannot
apply to a spiritual center like
Jerusalem.

More, there is even a
greater vietory In store for
a Judaism - oldest of all the
monoiheistic faithe that
will siand all the way up to
its own best umversahzing
principles in a city that is also
a capitol to Christendom and
Islam.

Put it another way: the.Ju-
daie tradition is not exelusive

Constitutional Convention Subcommittee Votes . . .

Six to One in Favor of Blaine Repeal

Prospects that the Siate
Constitutional Canvention will
be given a committee recom-
mendation for repeal of the
Blalne Amendment has
brought renewed appeals from
oppanents “to intensify the ef-
forts to get the delegates 1
keep the bar to helping
children in nom-public
schools,™

The probability that the Bill
of Rights and Suffrage Com-
mitiee of the tonvention
would ask the delegates for

the removal of the con-
troversial Article XI, Section
3. was ryeinforced by the
margin of a vole by 1S sub-
committes,

The subcommittee has
voted six to one, o repeal the
T4year-oid constitutional bar-
rier 10 equal treatment for all

children regardless of the
classrooms they attend,
The full commiitee this

week began consideration of
the recommendation that the
new state constitution inciude

the wording of the First
Amendment o ihe U.S.
Constitution.

Inclusion of such a provisoh
in the state canstitution. along
with permission for citizens 1o
institute suits challenging con-
stitutionality, are the [irst
stops needed to clear the way
for removal of the Blaine.

Since the First Federal is
considered a replacement for
Blaine, those who wanl pro-
hibition of any aid to children
in non-public schools will in-

Lutherans Back Federal
Aid to Parochial Schools

Federal aid for parochial
and private schools has been
endorsed by the Lutheran
Church-Missouri synod, which
has been hesitlant about ac-
cepting such aid in the past

In a reselution adopied by
delegates to the synod's 4Tth
regular caonvention here,
synod officials were asked to
coordinate ellorts of the
synod’s  distrlets and in-
stitutions 1o obtain federal
funds.

The resolution saxd there
was “‘considerable merit” in
a proposal from eight Detroit
area congregations
establish full-time executives
whose job it would be 1o in-
form distriet and institutions
about the possibilities of aid.

Several participanis noted
with approval the [act that
Lutheran congregations in the
Detroit area had joined with
Roeman Catholics and
members of other faiths In a
successful campaign for
passage of state Jegislation 1o

provide for auxiliary school
services, ineluding textbooks,
school Munches and bus
transpartation.

In other action, the synod
mnanimously endorsed a
resolition in which members
were “"encouraged to oconlinue
their interest and participa-
tion In ecumenical dinlogue
whenever tThe opporiunity
presents itself with no injury
io our confessional coms
mitment."

For the past few years, the
Missouri synod has been In-
volved [n ecumenical dislogue
sponsored by the Lutheran
Workd Federation, with Ro-
man Catholics and the Pres.
byterian Alliance.

It has also named represen-
tatives for talks with Eastemn
Orthodox  churches. Discus-
sipas are expecisd 1o start in
November

The convention's action, In
ellect, endorsed a resciution
submitted by synodal afficials

stating that “it was not the

intention of Martin Luther to
divide the church but %
repew it

This wasg in reference w0 the
Reformation, whose 450ih an-
niversary is being observed
this year.

“The Church must be con-
cerned not merely with com-
memorating an event . . .
but, above all, with an ever
continuing process of
reformaticon and renewal.'”” the
resolution said.

“The - true spirit of ihe
Reformation s carrvied
forward primarily by relating
the etermal Gospel of Jesus
Christ to the speciflie needs
of men within the framework
ol the partienlar siwation of
wday,” It stated

Becides St. Paul there is
another o whom the world
must listen, Pope John XXIII,
Just as Paul termed himself
a “slave" Pope John con-
sidered himself a “servant,™
a8 word wiih the same Greek
origin.

ALBANY N.Y. INC) — The
New York State Catholic Wel-
fare Committee has recom-
mended the state Constitution
retaln a4 peoviskan that
whenever peacticable in chidd
pacement gases, the child be
placed with persons of his
own religion,

The recommendation was
made by the Catholic group
in a memorandum submitied
io the state's Constitutional
Convention.

The memerandum un
derscored that the religious
protechon clause of the
present Constitution contalns
stich a provision, originally
enacted in 1921 and amended
in 196l

*“This confirms the presemt
desire of the pesople to
guarantee by constitutional
protection  the - fundamental
right of paremt and chilkd to
religious liberty whather they
are a separated family or a
family unit)' the memoran-
dum siated.

“The child is the ward of

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Ukrainian Prelates Plea
For Religious Freedom

ROME (NC) — An appeal
to world public opinion o help
resiore religious freedom in
the Ukrame has been issued
here by a cardinal exiled
from that Soviet territory and
16 other Ukranianrite
prelates.

The message was timed to
oouinter news of ctlebrations
within the Soviet Union, and

publicized throughout the
world by the Soviels, of the
20th anniversary of the “in-

corporation' of the Catholic
Ukrsinian rite inte the Rus-
&ian Orthodox Church,

The reports from the
Ukraine, which included news
of converts, liturgical
serviees, patriarchal letters,
speeches and radio programs,
distor{ the meaning of the
supposed meérger and divert
attention from “the real posi-
tion of our Chureh in our
homeland,” said the joint ap-
peal released here.  Josyi
Cardinal Slipyi of Lvov,
U.S.S.R., Metropolitan of the
Ukrainian-rite, now living In
exile here, s a signer. The
other signers are listed as
“all Ukrainian archbishops
and bishops ia the Free
World.”

TERRORIZED

Reviewing the circum-
stances of the so-called
“Cotneil of the GreekLatholic
Church™ that was held
Lvov in the Ukraine m March,
1845, the letter noted that the
meeting ok place at a time

when all of the Ukrainian-rite

bishops were either in exile
or in prison. The few Catho-
bes who had been terrorized

inte attending represented
neither the majority of the
clergy nor of the people, the
slatement sakd

The letter repeated the
verdiet of Pope Pius X1
aboul the merger. cantamed

in his encyclical of December
23 1348, that “the Council of
the GreekCatholice Chureh

., brars mmcanonical
powrer, because no canonically
appainted bishop took part m
it . . . Two bishops, present
there, were fallen away mem-
bere of the Catholic
priesthood that had jolned the
Orthodox and just had been
consecrated by Orthodox
hizhons . There

Were no
dizcussions and the threat of
arrest and deportation

awzlled anyone who protested
the unification.™

The Ukrainian prelates then
made thelr oint appeal

It returned him to the campus
atmasphere he Jeft 15 years
earlier when he tmught at
Seton Hall University, Sauth
Orange, N. J,, after his Navy
discharge.
